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While the provision of Performing Arts at primary level        

varies significantly, students may have had some opportunities 

to develop confidence through creative expression, such as 

school plays, class assemblies, or music lessons. 
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Students should have developed confidence in performing 

music and drama, using voice, instruments, and movement 

with control and expression. They have learnt how to create 

and refine their own ideas, understanding structure, style, and 

how to communicate ideas effectively.
